Anything less than 2 pages in length will not be considered to contain enough quality for an ‘A.’


ASSIGN DATE – Monday, April 15th DUE DATES – Thursday, April 18th at end of class (all pre-writing) and Monday, April 22nd at end of class (final draft with color-coding and rubric)
Monday – Writing assignment assigned in ELA and speech read in Reading class. Brainstorm ideas and re-read speech for homework. Be ready to make outline and begin drafting for tomorrow.

Tuesday – Review ideas in writing groups. Outline essay. Begin rough draft. Continue rough draft for homework.

Wednesday – Complete rough draft. 

Thursday – Self-revision and editing using checklists provided in class. Work with group members for peer revision and editing help as they finish drafting. Submit brainstorming, outline, rough draft, revision/editing before leaving class today for grading and feedback.  

Friday – Write final copy in ink and color code as directed in class. Submit essay with the attached rubric stapled to the back of your work.
